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“Fiercely proud to represent this 
beautiful area”

Tom Blenkinsop, newly elected MP for Middlesbrough South & East 
Cleveland talks to Coastal View about his past, his passions and his 
plans for the communities he represents.

CV   - Tell us about you, the real Tom Blenkinsop.

Tom  - I was born in Middlesbrough and raised by my Mam and Dad in Marton and part of quite a large 
family. I always had pride in the area I lived so I tried my best to !nd work there. I had lots of friends who 
had to move away ‘cos they couldn’t !nd work. Now I live in Saltburn with my wife for about 4-5 years.

Ashok died, I hadn’t planned to be in this position, but I am thrilled to be here and it’s a massive honour. 
I always thought I would like to be a leader in the community, in whatever capacity that might be ‘cos I 
would like to try to reshape, rebuild and help my locality.

I am !ercely proud of who I am, what my accent is, the layers of identity that I have, in being a man born 
in Middlesbrough, a Teessider.

You can walk from Coulby Newham to Skelton and hear different accents along the way. But someone 
from my generation, it’s all about being from Teesside. It’s this interesting combination that makes us 
rich. I don’t think the rest of the country know much about us and I want to be that ambassador out there, 
shouting from the rooftops about how good and how beautiful our area is.

CV  -  Where did your interest in politics come from?

Tom – My own family. We used to discuss politics across the dinner table quite a lot. Mam, being a 
Labour Party member, NUT Member, teacher and fairly left wing, my Dad being a small businessman, 
Conservative and in the middle I would listen.

Growing up in the 80s I was quite aware of the debates going on in my locality because the national 
debates affected our area a lot especially during the Thatcher administration of the late 80s. early 90s. 
There was a lot of talk about the North and South divide but for me it was about a lot more than that. It 
was about your class, your income, your background, your accent and what you believed in. Those type 
of things really affected me at a young age and I think I was quite political and knew I was left to centre 
probably when I was about 12-13 years old. From that point I’d always keep an interest in the Labour 
Party which I joined in 1997 when I was 16.

I think Blair did what he thought was necessary for the party then to get us in and make changes but I 

think we’re in a real massive period of change, more liberating, where people can have a lot more affect 
on the direction of where we’re going. I want to make the Party a movement again of broader groups 
who can have a direct in"uence.

CV   - How big an in!uence was Ashok?

Tom – Ashok was a big personality. I mean he was really, really loved in this area and still is and I was 
always attracted to that persona of Ashok, ‘cos from the outside when I was a young member watching 
him work and working in his of!ce with him, it was always about being humble but working hard for 
the people and that’s what we did, we worked like mad. It’s hard to describe to people unless they spent 
a day or a week with Ashok, to see just how much work we were getting through. The work we did in 
Westminster, 12-14 hours a day on what we could get delivered for the constituency down there and 
getting our voice heard. Coming back here on the train, hitting the ground running, then every Thursday 
evening and Friday door knocking, surgeries, getting the lea"ets out, going to local community events 
giving voluntary groups support and then getting back on the train on Sunday and going back down 
London and starting all over again. When you were in this of!ce that was the main thing that was 
imprinted in you, work, work, work, work, work.

Well I think the best place would be Overdean car park, or Saltburn 
Maternity Hospital as it was known in August 1960.
As you can see, I didn't quite make it to the front door of the hospital. I 
was in the car park when I popped my head into this world and I had a 
gypsies veil (a Veil of skin over my face).
!e nurse commented that it was a sign that I would be lucky in life and 
yes, I do consider myself lucky. I have good health, a lovely family, a good 
job, and decent friends. 
I grew up to realise that money isn't the `be all and end all' of things. It 
is nice to be able to travel and have comfort and security. So you see, my 
mother did a good job bringing me and my brothers, Paul, William and 
Christopher up. We are all honest and hard working and 
understand the values of life.

for everyone rather than having competing initiatives between localities or between villages even.

The North East deserves anything to improve the area, every working person in the area deserves it and 
we need to get that funding into the area, not to deny Redcar, 
not to deny East Cleveland. We want both to get as much as 
they possibly can, work together to do that. But we can only 
do that if we have co-ordination and funding.

We’ve got a Government at the moment that openly said 
before the result of the election, that they saw public funding 
in our area as unsustainable. That’s not just about right and left, 
private sector and public sector, it has massive rami!cations 
for the voluntary sector. If anything, Redcar & Cleveland has 
a brilliant voluntary sector, where community groups, for 
nothing, pull out the stops to help each other and that type of 
spirit I do not want denied, I do not want undermining, I want it funding, I don’t want it taken for granted, 
so there is no right or wrong answer. But if you want to enable people you’ve got to give them money or 
you’re just saying we’re enabling people to make it sound pretty.

CV   - What are you going to do for the area?

Tom – I am going to !ght as hard as I can to make sure that the main drivers for the area centred in 
Redcar, Middlesbrough and notably Teesside University and 
the biggest employers Corus Teesside are given as much go as 
possible.

For the TCP situation, I’m working as hard as I can to try and 
get a resolution for that and we could be there. But I have to 
give a massive reservation on that because we’ve had so many 
false dawns beforehand, that I don’t want to drag the people I 
know who worked there through it all over again, but it’s almost 
there. I will shortly see whether it comes off or not. I hope, I 
really do pray that it does come off. We can only hope that 
Corus make the right decision.

CV   - You are soon to vote for your own leader, who is your choice?

Tom – I’ve nominated Ed Balls. I think in terms of working class voice, who is absolutely addressing 
some issues that working class people brought up at the door, he is the candidate that has done that.

I think we have a real opportunity to be left of centre again, to rebuild that coalition of the left, which 
involved trade unions, working people, voluntary groups, a diverse range of people who can in"uence 
how we go forward. And have that debate within and if necessary have those arguments within to see 
how we go forward.

CV   - Do you feel that Coastal View has a place within the community?

Tom – Local papers like yourself allow people to communicate with each other especially on the 
voluntary sector and it’s about maintaining that community spirit, civic society and also identity. One 
crucial element I think we have overlooked slightly  as a Labour Party is about local identity that people 
have, for example I am a man from the North East, I am a Labour Party member and I am aware that 
accents in Middlesbrough and East Cleveland are very different and they have very different attitudes 
but they have more in common than they do against each other especially when you’re talking to a rich 
Tory from the South East. So it’s alliances between different identities and also what you would think are 
con"icting identities which you would have yourself.

 I think papers like yours can put across in a meaningful way those identities in a much more subtle sort 
of approach and bring people together, so they can have collective results.

CV   - What message would you like to put out there to the people of your constituency?

Tom – Basically I’m !ghting as hard as I can for the big issues affecting our area and if people want to 
raise anything with me, my door is always open, because what I see myself as, is the mechanism for 
people to get their voice heard in Westminster.

CV   - Does the fact that Ashok was so loved put extra 
pressure on you?

Tom – Yeah, I mean they’re big shoes to !ll and they’re 
not ones that I ever really wanted to !ll. Ashok was our 
community leader. It’s just unfortunate events that put us 
in this situation and we had to bounce back from it. We 
did really well and it’s a credit to the volunteers and the 
members in the area that they rallied so hard behind me 
and I can only really thank them. Ashok’s own family 
have given me a lot of support but none of us wanted to 
be in this position really because Ashok was the leader.

CV   - What made you decide to stand for MP?

Tom – I think originally it was a couple of members who asked me would I do it, but I think it was the 
opportunity to represent where I live. Because then you work harder. Well, for me my logic was, if it’s 
your next door neighbour, if it’s your own family, if it’s the people you have known all your life, you’re 
gonna push as hard as you possibly can and it’s having that passion. It’s heart and head. Then if your 
heart and head match together, what you’re saying, well, it resounds, a lot more people listen and I have 
obviously always thought that my beliefs or thoughts or the logic that I prescribed to was Labour. But 
when it’s your own area as well, it involves your heart, So for me it’s head and heart coming together as 
one, giving you that extra drive and it means it’s giving you that extra energy to push harder and harder. 
But sometimes you say things to people within your own party as well as the opposition and they don’t 
hear on behalf of your constituency. I think that gives you extra resilience to do that

We asked Tom at this point about his maiden speech which he had delivered with the gusto and passion 
you would expect from him. He talked proudly about the locality, the constituency he lives in, the 
manufacturing industry, telling of the pride the people have for the industries they work in. 

“My background was in the steel industry and for me and lots of people steel is part of the DNA, running 
through our veins” said Tom. “It’s about getting our voice heard in Parliament and making sure that if 
there is an opportunity to get TCP re-opened again, we seize it.”

CV   - What is it about this area that people love?

Tom – It’s ‘cos it’s beautiful and it’s diverse and this is the 
one thing, that identity, you know, belonging or the belief 
of belonging to somewhere, it’s about layers of identity. In 
such a small area you’ve got such diverse layers of identity, 
beautiful coastline to moorland to Roseberry Topping, to 
heavy industry, a culture in pit mining and different types of 
agriculture and all this makes the area like a mini Britain.. 

In some of the villages in East Cleveland there are some real 
pockets of poverty and amongst the beautiful landscapes 
there are poor people who need help.

CV   - What are your thoughts on the regeneration plans for Redcar? Should some of the money 
be spent in places like Skelton too, say on the Skelton Industrial Estate?

Tom – In local authorities there are speci!c budgets for speci!c areas. So take the vertical pier for 
example in Redcar which is not part of my constituency but I’ll talk about. The money for that would 
come from a speci!c budget for that sort of speci!c item, now people may like that type of art or not 
like that type of art, but what I would say is, in the current climate, making anything which needs 
construction is probably of bene!t because there would be people locally I would hope, would get 
employment into making it.

I take your point about Skelton Industrial Estate. We would want to get as much industry in there as 
possible, but for me it’s thinking a bit broader. I 
recently went to a meeting at Teesside University 
where they have invested locally in East 
Cleveland villages over a long period of time. 
You’ve got Destinations Café in Saltburn and the 
project in Skinningrove. Nobody else is going 
to Skinningrove, but the University values and 
invests in those people and provides them with 
the necessary digital technology for the kids and 
also for the people that are already there to give 
them that free education, so that they can get on 
in life and do well and run small businesses from 
maybe their homes or the high street, through 
those digital connections.

So I think it’s about !nding who can deliver best. 
It’s also realizing that sometimes we work better 
collectively and as a trade unionist it’s my instinct 
to say it’s better to work together to get the result

Lottery Project has  
local implications
Teesside University clinched a BIG (Big 
Lottery Fund) grant worth over £370,000 to 
create a Digital Villages Network which links 
real community networks with their ‘digital’ 
counterparts. The project aims to establish a 
Digital Villages model for local communities 
which can be rolled out in other parts of the UK.

The community-based action research project is 
a partnership initiative, lasting over 2 years. The 
partnership is between Paul Davies at the East 
Cleveland Community Development Group and 
researchers Professor Eileen Green and Carrie 
Singleton in the University’s Centre for Social 
and Policy Research and Steve Thompson from 
the Institute of Digital Innovation and community 
groups from across Redcar & Cleveland. The BIG 
fund received 127 applications for funding and 
only 20 were successful.

This project will explore whether the development 
of a Digital Villages Network can facilitate new 
types of ICT-based service provision and learning. 
There is great potential for innovative and socially 
inclusive ICT-based services to support local 
communities in accessing services, shops and 
learning spaces and the DVN aims to address these 
key issues.

The project is organized into four distinct but 
interlinked phases. Each phase utilizes different 
research methods to build a rich picture of ICT 
use, combining both qualitative and quantitative 
approaches. Within each phase, the community 
researchers undergo research training and conduct 
!eldwork with the support of the team.

of ICTs are used and people’s ICTs interests.

In phase 3 we will carry out one-to-one interviews 
with 72 individuals based in Redcar & Cleveland 
to explore the social context of ICT use including, 
rural/coastal context and community participation, 
personal use of ICTs and views on community 
ICT initiatives.

The !nal phase will identify key components of 
the Digital Villages Network for further research 
and development and test these out in community-
based focus groups. We will ask local residents 
and service providers for their views on the DVN.

The project has recently completed phases 1 and 2 
and is in the middle of its third phase.

Set gradual, steady and realistic weight 
loss of around 2lbs per week. #is may not seem like a great deal 

but it is a healthy amount and one that the body can cope with. 
It is also your goal so if you loss more that is a bonus.

Next create milestones which once have been reach warrant a 
reward.

CV: Presumably shooting new footage and collecting archive material is 
only part of the story, putting it all together and telling the story is a major 
task?
Craig:  There is all the research and then threading it all together into a narrative that combines all the 
info in the most interesting way. Film-making is painstaking and laborious and very time consuming at 
best. I can spend 12 hours in the cutting room and think nothing of it. It is a craft for those a bit obsessive! 
But I make no apologies for that, I think the only way to make a !lm special on top of a good story is 
attention to detail and tender loving care. Vin’s deserves lots of both and with a bit of luck it will be seen 
widely and you never know even get a TV slot.

CV: Do you think that will happen? It was tragic that ‘A Century in Stone’ 
wasn’t shown on TV.
Craig:  Getting any independent programme on TV is dif!cult because nationally there is so much 
competition and broadcasters like to commission !lms from the outset so that they can design them 
to !t into a planned series of !lms. So if your timing is good and your !lms !ts you can be in with a 
chance - so it is a long shot at best. Regionally, airtime is less than ever with BBC North East and Tyne 
Tees downsized to little more than news stations these days, which is tragic for important local stories the 
people are interested in. Despite all the success and acclaim for ‘A Century in Stone’ BBC North East 
said it would only be considered if I chopped it down to 28 minutes which was ridiculous and Tyne Tees 
weren’t interested at all. You can’t !t your life around broadcasters on the off chance so you just have to 
get on and make the !lm yourself and get it out there yourself. The Vin !lm will be shown in selected 
local venues and cinemas. Copies will be sent to all the relevant TV companies and !lm festivals and we 
will have to see what happens but regardless, the DVD I strongly believe will be hugely popular with 
Vin’s fanbase around the world and also with many non-folkies – that will be the acid test.

CV: When can we expect to see the !lm?
Craig:  There will be a preview screening at Saltburn Film Festival on August 14th to festival goers 
and the of!cial launch will follow at Saltburn Community Theatre soon after. The exact date is still to be 
!nalised but that and news of all other screenings will go on my website as soon as I know: http://www.

CV: So Craig you have been rather busy behind the scenes?

It is culturally 
signi!cant and like ‘A Century in Stone’ it is timeless so it has to be the best I can make it. It will be seen 
for a long time hopefully.

CV: It must be an enormous task chronicling such a story?
Craig: It was going to be a sporadic production spread out over a number of years and capturing life 
as it unfolds. I’ve been on the road with him across the North East and to Australia, Canada, Malaysia, 
Holland, Belgium, Belfast and London. We’ve trawled through his attic and discovered lots of fantastic 
early photographs that he forgot he had and I recently discovered some rare archive footage from the 70s. 
I am currently in licensing negotiations to be able to use it.
